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Penalties; Failing to control or eradicate Class A planté, $5,000, or
if the offence is a continuing one, $200 per day for every day or part
thereof that the offence continues. !

Failing tescontrol or eradicate Class B plants, $2,500, or if the offence
is a continuing one, $150 per day for every day or part thereof that
the offence continues. » R P
