Re: Resource Consent Application – Request for Further Information 

Thank you for your recent resource consent application to carry out a subdivision in the Coastal Residential Zone. 
Under Section 92(1) of the Resource Management Act 1991, the Council requires further information to be able to consider your proposal.  This additional information will help us to better understand the proposed activity, its effects on the environment and the means by which any adverse effects on the environment may be avoided, remedied, or mitigated.

The additional information required by the Council is listed below, with reasons as to why we need this information to be provided.  
1.
Please carry out an engineering site suitability assessment for the site and provide appropriate building platforms for future development on each proposed lot. The assessment is to be prepared by a Chartered Professional Engineer.

2.
The site suitability report required under Item 1 must provide detailed stormwater management assessment for the subdivision. The assessment shall identify pre and post development flows and disposal and mitigation control measures. Overland flow paths must be identified and measures to protect them outlined. The assessment is to be prepared by a Chartered Professional Engineer.
3.
Stormwater control will be required to be improved on the existing ROW and should be discharged into Council reticulated drainage rather than the Waianga Place carriageway. Please also provide details on how this will be achieved via the specific stormwater assessment required above in Item 2. Flooding occurs at the State Highway and it is recommended that design is made in consultation with Council’s Stormwater Engineer.  

4.
The site suitability report required under Item 1 must also address the suitability of the existing road and access to sites to the proposed development. Roads will require widening and due to location of infrastructure and boundaries, realignment may be required (Note: Council assets are to be outside of carriageways). It is not clear how Lot 10 is to gain access. Infrastructure services are located near The assessment is be prepared by a Chartered Professional Engineer.

Upgrades to Waianga Place will be required as it does not meet current engineering standards. This may include footpath construction, lighting and the construction of a cul-de-sac or other approved means of turning for a heavy rigid vehicle. It is recommended that consultation is undertaken with Council’s Development Engineer to determine the extent of works required.

The site suitability report required under Item 1 must also consider available water pressure and water supply and fire-fighting for the subdivision. Either:

· Carry out hydrant testing to confirm if flows and pressures are compliant with Council requirements; and/or

· Provide an assessment for an alternative water supply source for both fire-fighting and water supply for the subdivision. 

6.
Please update the scheme plan and provide a revised Memorandum of Easements that outlines the purpose for Easements “I”, “J”, and “K”. Please also provide any additional or proposed easements in gross required for the subdivision (i.e easements in gross to FNDC, Top Energy, and Chorus). 
7.
Please confirm the requirements of the providers for telecoms and electricity and whether any easements (inc easements in gross) are required for the subdivision (including existing services in roadway). Please confirm that electricity and telecoms are to be provided to individual lot boundaries. 
8.
The proposed subdivision will add additional users to Waianga Place. A Museum and School are also located on this Road. Please carry out consultation with NZTA to confirm that SH12 / Waianga Place intersection is sufficient for the proposed development.

informing the Council in writing that you agree to provide the information.  (Please advise Council when the information will be provided.  Taking this into account, Council will set a reasonable time for the provision for the information), or;
